Some of the security suggestions may seem a little
extreme but coming from someone who has had
thieves steal stuff from our cars in our carport, it makes
you even more careful next time.

Sheds and garages often contain expensive tools which
are portable and easy to sell, or can gain a halfbrain
access into your home. You can help prevent theft by:-
Installing a movement activated light that will come on if
anyone approaches the garage.

Keeping the garage locked

Locking all tools away

Chaining bicycles with a combination lock.

YOUR CAR....

When leaving your car unattended, even when you are
at home, you should do the following....

Engage the steering wheel lock
Close the windows
Lock the doors...even if the car is inside a locked

garage

Keep keys with you in a secure place such as a locked
glove box

NEVER leave wallets, credit cards, personal

identification papers such as registration papers or
drivers licence inside the vehicle
Remove all other items of value

There has always been concern that as Johnson Road
is the boundary between Brisbane and Logan, neither
council is able to make a decision regarding upgrading
or anything else unless the other council is in full
agreement.

As can be imagined, this is nearly impossible to
manage. However the good news is that both Brisbane
and Logan Mayors have had fruitful discussions as to
who will be responsible for the road.....it could either be
Brisbane or Logan. Apparently we only have to wait
until 2012 for a decision to be made!!!

The intersection of Stayplton and Johnson Road has
always been tricky....especially in the mornings and
afternoons. As this intersection is not considered to be
a ‘black spot’, we will only get regional funding to make
it safer. As there are no residents living in the Brisbane
Council area immediately north of Johnson Road,
Brisbane is reluctant to spend any money as there are
no votes in it for them!"
