Hardly a meeting goes by without Vinni emphasising
the need to lock your cars when they are in front of or in
your property. So many goods are taken from unlocked
cars. DO NOT LEAVE VALUABLES IN YOUR CAR IN
VIEW OF CRIMINALS! This will only encourage them
to want to break in and make your property theirs.

Reported offences

Should you be detected
riding a motorcycle in Logan’s parks or bushland areas
you will be prosecuted. FINES RANGE FROM $375 TO
$3,750

Brochures are available from the council as to where
approved and legal areas have been set aside for trail
bike riding.

| LEVEL 5 WATER RESTRICTIONS |

By the time you read this, level 5 water restrictions will
be in place. They are quite detailed as to what is and
isn't allowed and if you would like to know more you
can see a copy of the draft proposal at this website
http://www.qwc.gld.gov.au/Level+5+restrictions .
There could possibly be some changes in weeks to
come.

One advantage we have by not being sewered, is that
all our waste water and septic water is returned to the
ground. It is very handy to be able to water with your
grey water. Other people who live in sewered estates
have to run around in the shower with a bucket and
slop their waste washing machine  water
outside.....Sometimes a disadvantage can turn into a
real advantage.

There are no restrictions on tank water or bore water
usage. However, tanks must not be topped up with
mains water!!!

| DOG AND CAT STUFF!!!

Did you know ?.....(for over three months of age)

* You must not keep a dog unless it is registered

* Dog registrations are from 1% July to 30" June (some
concessions are available)

* Registration tags must be attached to the dogs collar
at all times.

* Council must be notified when you change your
address or give the dog away so they can update their
records.

* A dog may be sold or destroyed after it has been
impounded for 3 days, if the owner cannot be found.

Cat Stuff..........

* One cat is permitted on a property less than 300
square metres. Over 300 square metres, two cats can
be kept.

Council strongly encourage cat owners to ......

*De-sex their cats

*|dentify their cats by means of a name tag or microchip
so the council can contact you if the cat is impounded.

An occupier of land may trap a cat found on their
property. You can hire a humane cat trap from private
providers (see yellow pages) Trapped cats can be
delivered to the Animal Management Centre.
