KERRY WAS THERE

Kerry Riesler from Logan City Council came along to
our last meeting as a result of some rather nasty
incidents with dogs that have occurred in Forestdale
over recent times.

Kerry is the Local Laws officer and deals with angry
dogs and/or owners, noisy pets in general (donkeys,
birds etc) and neighbour disputes etc.

Generally Forestdale doesn’'t have many complaints
about dogs but the few complaints the council receives
tend to be on the more serious side.

Recently a woman was attacked by a couple a quite
vicious dogs.

In the last six months, the council has received
approximately 10 complaints regarding dogs.

Kerry advised that foxes are also a big problem in
Forestdale and have been known to break into chook
pens and bird aviaries. Please make sure your cages
are strong enough to prevent fox attack. Foxes and cats
are also known to torment dogs in the middle of the
night and can be the cause of persistent barking.

Large fines can be imposed or as a last resort the
council can come in and take your dog. Please be
considerate of your neighbours and do what you have
to do to keep your dog quiet if he/she barks
unnecessarily for long periods of time.

Have you ever asked your neighbours if your dog barks
for long periods when you aren’t home??




Are you aware that walking a dog not on a lead is
referred to as not under effective control and a fine of
$250 could be imposed?.
