What can I say?? 
 
Once again Senior Constable 
Vinni Fioriti reported that the crime 
rate for July was extremely low. We 
must be doing something right!  
 
The police co-operation in working with 
the neighbourhood Watch has been 
exceptional and this is one of the main 
reasons we consistently have such a low crime rate. 
 
Traditionally the bad guys don’t like sneaking around in 
the cold so it can be anticipated that the cooler months 
will bring less crime. 
 
This doesn’t mean they won’t be around during the day. 
As can be seen from reports over recent months, the 
grubs have no reservations about entering any 
unlocked premises even when the occupants are home! 
 
Sadly the days have gone when you could go down to 
the shops and leave your house unlocked……now it 
isn’t even safe to leave your house unlocked when you 
are working in the back yard. Of course this goes for all 
suburbs and not just Forestdale…..however because 
the blocks are a little bigger than normal here, it is less 
likely you will be able to hear anyone rummaging 
around in your house…..or hear the front door open 
and close. 
 
Senior Constable Fioriti reported that incidents of 
number plates being stolen and used by people doing a 
runner on a petrol station are alive and well. In many 
cases when the police knock on the door of the person 
who belongs to the stolen number plate, they aren’t 
even aware that it is missing from the car!!! 
 
Vinni suggests you make a point of having a quick look 
to see if you still have both number plates each time 
you get into your car. 
 
Also, hardly a month doesn’t go by without a report of 
stuff being stolen from an unlocked car parked on the 
premises. 
 
As much as I warned my son to lock his car and 
remove his valuables, the grubs struck our place and 
stole my sons wallet, Ipod, mobile phone and MP3 
player…..all nicely grouped on the front seat! 
 
Guess what?...He makes sure his car is securely 
locked all the time now! Unfortunately an expensive 
lesson! 

House numbers! S/C Fioriti suggests that you stand 
back and look at your house numbers. Can they be 
seen easily ?......and in particular can they be easily 
seen by an emergency vehicle? 
 
Apparently emergency vehicles such as the Ambulance 
sometimes have a lot of difficulty finding a place 
because of poor or missing house 
numbers…..particularly at night. 
 
You may have notices an increase in house fires over 
the recent cooler weather. It seems a lot of these can 
be attributed to bar heaters. NEVER leave them 
unattended….especially where small children are 
involved. AND NEVER LEAVE THEM ON 
OVERNIGHT!
